	Eliminate beats in a slow scale or unison piece of music.

	Tuning with two other players?

	 
	
	Tune to the player 'up the ladder', the player above in the section or part.

	Tuning to a group???? Is pretty much impossible.

	 
	
	If you know your clarinet's tuning, (#2 above), all you need to know now is 

	 
	
	   where the group is tuning at this point and that only takes a one note quick test.

	6)
	Human ear hears 'flat' easier than 'sharp'. Always play at the lower end of the pitch without being flat.

	7)
	One note which is a 3rd in a chord is a bit lower than if it is the root. 

	 
	
	And the same note as a 5th in a chord, is a bit higher than if it is the root.

	8)
	Best note to tune a clarinet? Probably not the long "B" or "C". Best note may be top line F, or G the above.

	 
	
	Above and below these notes, different clarinets tune differently.

	And…… the best tuner is your ear.
